Lane Filtering Takes Effect July 1

Motorcyclists in Minnesota will be allowed to filter through traffic “at not more than 25 miles per hour and no more
than 15 miles per hour over the speed of traffic in relevant traffic lanes.”

The bill will take effect on July 1, 2025.
